EAST TENNESSEE

DOWNTOWN KNOXVILLE
Downtown Knoxville was the location of the 1982 World's Fair, one of the most popular world's fairs in US
history with 11 million visitors. The fair's energy theme was selected due to Knoxville being the
headquarters of the TVA and for the city's proximity to the ORNL. The Sunsphere, a 266-foot (81 m)
steel truss structure topped with a gold-colored glass sphere, was built for the fair and remains one
of Knoxville's most prominent buildings, along with the adjacent amphitheater.
There are numerous restaurants, museums, and shops within blocks of the Knoxville Convention Center.
Take advantage of this opportunity to explore downtown – an easy walk. For more information, check out
www.downtownknoxville.org .

METRO KNOXVILLE
Founded in 1786, Knoxville is the third-largest city in the U.S. state of Tennessee, and the largest city in
East Tennessee, and is also the home of the University of Tennessee's primary campus. Of Tennessee's
four major cities, Knoxville is second oldest to Nashville. After Tennessee's admission into the Union in
1796, Knoxville was the state's first capital.
One of Knoxville's nicknames is The Marble City. In the early 20th century, a number of quarries were
active in the city, supplying Tennessee pink marble (actually Ordovician limestone of the Holston
Formation) to much of the country. Notable buildings such as the National Gallery of Art in Washington
are constructed of Knoxville marble.

OAK RIDGE
Located about 25 miles northwest of Knoxville, Oak Ridge was established in the early 1940s as a base
for the Manhattan Project— the massive U.S. government operation that developed the atomic bomb.
Because of that, it became known as the Secret City. Check out www.secretcityhistory.com .
Now home for Oak Ridge National Laboratory, scientific development still plays a crucial role in the city's
economy and culture in general; such as the American Museum of Science & Energy. For more
information, visit www.ci.oak-ridge.tn.us/visitors/Tourists .

NORRIS DAM
A few minutes away, north of Knoxville Norris Dam, constructed in the mid-1930s was the first major
project for the TVA. Norris Dam is a straight concrete gravity-type dam. The dam is 1860 feet (570 m) long
and 265 feet (81 m) high. Norris Lake, the largest reservoir on a tributary of the Tennessee River, has
33,840 acres (137 km²) of water surface and 809 miles (1302 km) of shoreline. For more information,
visit www.tva.gov/sites/norris and www.state.tn.us/environment/parks/NorrisDam/index .

THE GREAT SMOKY MOUNTAINS
Less than an hour away the vacation destination known as the Smoky Mountains demands a visit when
you’re in the area. In the 1780s, several frontier outposts had been established along the outskirts of the
Smokies, namely Whitson's Fort in what is now Cosby and Wear's Fort in what is now Pigeon Forge.
Permanent settlers began arriving in these areas in the 1790s.
Wilson B. Townsend, the head of Little River Lumber, began advertising Elkmont as a tourist destination
in 1909. Within a few years, the Wonderland Hotel and the Appalachian Club had been established to
cater to elite Knoxvillians seeking summer mountain getaways. In the early 1920s, several Appalachian
Club members began seriously considering a movement to establish a national park in the Great Smokies.
The park was established in 1934, and with over 9 million visits per year, it is the most-visited national
park in the United States. Elkmont can still be visited, frozen in time… go to www.nps.gov/grsm .
